** Per PA Gymnastics, there will be no team competitions in 2021.  

 

Registration:     

Level 5 gymnasts qualify with an All Around Score of 32.00. 

Gymnasts may use scores from the 2019/2020 season to qualify 

for states if they are repeating the same level. This allowance is for 

the 2021 season only. All registrations must be made through 

Meetmaker.com; online payment is required at the time of 

registration. A late fee of $25.oo per gymnast will be added to 

registrations completed after May 1, 2021.  
 

Meet Format: 

Modified Traditional format: One set of equipment is set up in the 

competition gym at each event. Gymnasts will warm up one event, 

then compete that event, and then rotate to the next event where 
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they continue the same process. Warm ups will be timed in 

compliance with USAG time limits.  

 

Age Groups:  

Gymnasts will be broken into equal age divisions, determined by 

athlete’s age as of the last day of the state meet. Divisions and 

session information will be determined after the May 1st entry 

deadline.  

 

Awards: 

Individual events and All-Around awards will be presented to 

each age group at the conclusion of competition, going out to at 

least 25% of each age group. There will be NO TEAM 

COMPETITION in 2021.  

 

Competition Schedule:  

Final session times will be posted to Meetmaker.com, 

pagymnastics.com, and kmcgirlsteam.org prior to the event. 

Session times will also be emailed to the addresses used to 

register athletes in Meetmaker.  

 

Coaches Information: 

All coaches serving in a coaching role during the competition 

must be registered through USA Gymnastics Reservation System 

for membership verification. Coaches must present their current 

USAG Professional Member card at sign in. Any coach not 

registered will be unable to coach until membership verification 

has been completed.

Meet Updates: 

Meet updates will be emailed using the email address used when 

registering athletes in MeetMaker.

Meet will be scored using ProScores scoring system. Event scores 

will be projected in the gym, with a designated streaming channel 

on our livestream broadcast. Scores will also be posted on 

meetscoresonline.com during the meet. Final results will be 

posted online at pagymnastics.com and kmcgirlsteam.org.

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Covid 19 Policies and Procedures 
ENTRY TO COMPETITION FACILITY: 

● There will be separate entry points for athletes/ coaches & spectators. You 

will only be allowed to enter the facility through these entry points. 

● Doors will open for entry to the facility no more than 15 minutes before 

gymnasts check in so that the competition floor may be cleared out and 

sanitized. 

● Spacing and distancing of lines will be required before entry. You may be 

asked to wait outside prior to entering the facility to assist with social 

distancing. 

● Masks will be required upon entry. 

● All persons entering the facility will be temperature checked and asked to 

utilize hand sanitizer upon entrance to the building. Temperatures 

exceeding 100.3 or persons showing flu-like symptoms will NOT be 

permitted entrance into the facility. 

 

SPECTATORS: 

● A limit of two (2) spectators per athlete will be allowed to attend the 

competition. Spectators may be required to name their athlete upon entry 

to ensure spectator limits are maintained. 

○  All spectators will be required to wear masks while inside the 

facility. 

○ Spectator seating will be spaced to allow for social distancing. 

Spectators will be asked to refrain from moving seats during the 

competition.  

○ Spectators are asked to have exact change for spectator entry fees to 

limit hand-to-hand interactions. 

 

VOLUNTEERS: 

●  Volunteers must be temperature screened prior to entering the facility for 

their working session. 

●  Volunteers will be required to wear masks while working. 

● Volunteers will be asked to remain at their assigned station until the 

completion of the competition. 

● Volunteers and coaches will be asked to refrain from sitting at judging 

tables while judges are on break and between events/ sessions. 
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COACHES & JUDGES: 

● Areas will be provided for coaches and judges that allow for social 

distancing during breaks. These locations will be cleaned and sanitized 

between use. 

● Coaches will be asked to refrain from sitting at judges tables while judges 

are on break and between events/sessions. 

● Coaches and athletes should do their best to maintain 6’ distancing 

whenever possible. 

● Coaches will be asked to wear masks but can remove them when spotting if 

needed. 

 

GYMNASTS: 

● Gymnasts will be required to wear masks when entering the facility and 

until they arrive at their specified station on the competition floor. Masks 

will be required when leaving the competition floor for any reason. 

Gymnasts will be asked to wear masks when not actively participating in 

warm ups or competition. 

● Gymnasts will be asked to use hand sanitizer before and after each event. 

Sanitizer will be available at each event for the gymnasts and coaches. 

● Gymnasts must provide their own personal water bottle which must 

remain in their bag when not being used. Drinking fountains will not be 

available. 

● Gymnasts must provide their own chalk bag/ box, spray bottles, brushes 

etc. Coaches may receive a block chalk at each session as needed but there 

will be NO common chalk bowls. 

● Gymnasts bags must be carried from event to event and left in the specified 

bag stations during competition.

HOW DO I FIND MY TEAM/EVENT  

• Visit the PA USAG Level 5 State Meet Gymnastics 

• OR visit www.sportscopelive.com  

o Search for your School/Team/Event in the Search Bar with "Live Events" selected  

o Select the School/Team/Event to be directed to their Page  

• Once the event goes live (typically 20-30 minutes before the start time), click the video 
player preview to purchase your ticket  

  
WHERE IS MY TICKET CODE  

• Once you buy your ticket, it will preview on your screen   

• You will also receive two (2) emails: a receipt and a ticket code email that may be in your 
SPAM FOLDER  

  
WAYS VIEWERS CAN WATCH    

• Mobile device (phone or tablet) with web browser (Chrome or Safari recommended)  

• Computer or a Computer with HDMI connection to TV (screen share or extension)  

• Fire Stick internet browser called Silk  

• Samsung Smart TVs work with their built-in browser   

• Not compatible with Apple TV, Roku, or when using Air Play or Screencast from a device 
to a TV  

• Please note that you can only watch on one (1) device at a time. Your ticket code is 
transferrable to other devices, but will only allow one video player at a time.  

  
WATCHING THE GAME, STOPPED WORKING  

• GAME PAUSED MESSAGE: The team has shut stopped the broadcast 
temporarily.  Refresh your browser periodically.  

• SCREEN FROZE, SPINNING CIRCLE, BLACK SCREEN: Refresh your browser to re-
establish your connection.  

• REFRESHED, TAKES ME BACK TO BUY TICKET: At the top of the purchase 
window, click "REDEEM CODE" and enter your ticket code. Remember, the email may 
be in your spam folder.  

• TICKET CODE INVALID: Email Sport Scope Live Support at live@sportscope.com and 
we'll work on getting you a new code. If you want to purchase a second ticket to get back 
into the stream right away, we can refund your first ticket purchase.
